1. Declaration of Interests- Cllr T Craven declared a personal interest in agenda item 5b 
2. Approval of the minutes of the previous meeting held on Tuesday 17th February 2015
Cllr Mrs Stokes proposed “that the minutes of the meeting held on 17th February 2015 should be approved as a correct record of that meeting" Cllr Dawe-Lane seconded and the vote was unanimous.

3. Matters arising from the meeting held on the 17th February 2015.

a. Telephone Call Box at West Orchard- No progress to date with the refurbishment of the call box.. Cllr Mrs Stranger will contact volunteer who has the specification for the paint to be used..

b. Willow trees Margaret Marsh Pond- Quotations to be presented to the August meeting for pollarding two willow trees.  

4. Planning Matters 

a. S/2015 / 0552-Millbush Farm Drove Lane East Orchard. Single storey front extension. Single and two storey rear extensions. Install window lights.

b. S/2015 / Swainscombe Farm Church Lane East Orchard- Demolish existing outbuildings garage and mobile home. Erect new dwelling studio annexe and garage.

The Chairman read a copy of a letter to the planning officer, from a local resident Mr Robin Cleal, to the meeting. 

Cllr Craven informed the meeting that the issues raised in the letter had been discussed at a site meeting with the applicant last Thursday.  The one remaining concern being the access to the site, by delivery vehicles, during construction, causing damage to the narrow lane and the foundations of adjoining properties, one having already been underpinned as a result of ground movement. An alternative permanent access has already been considered but declined by the NDDC Planning Officer.

c. S/2015 / Swainscombe Farm Church Lane East Orchard continued-

Cllr Dawe-Lane proposed “that consideration should be given to the provision of a temporary alternative access route during construction work” Cllr Mrs Stokes seconded and the vote was unanimous. Cllr Craven did not vote, having previously declared a personal interest as the owner of a property adjoining Church Lane.

e. S/2015 / 0548 and 0549. Great House Farm East Orchard- Erect single storey extension, first floor extension and form chimney.
